Row Crop Tractors with 200 HP PTO rating or larger are approved for operation with the HP 880 Spreader.

Utility Tractors are NOT APPROVED because of drawbar weight limitations and the inability to ballast the
tractor enough to meet requirements for towing.

A drawbar support is required on any tractor with a drawbar size of no less than 1-1/2 x 3 in.

Tractor hydraulic oil reservoir must have capacity for 3.7 U.S. gal. net draw for a spreader with an endgate or
3.1 U.S. gal. without an endgate.

Tractor standby hydraulic pressure must be 1500 psi minimum.
One selective control valve is required to operate the spreader.

CLEANING SPREADER IN COLD WEATHER
